Shalom dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The school year is ending and with that the Seminary graduates have
received their calls.  Some of you may have heard that a Candidate was
assigned to Lutherans in Jewish Evangelism.  He will be working with
us and IÕd like to introduce him to you.

His name is David Corson.  He was one of my students during his first
year at the Seminary when he took a Jewish evangelism cross-cultural
module that I offer every quarter at Concordia Seminary, St. Louis.
Following the completion of his academic work, he will be ordained.
He has accepted the call as a worker priest, which means, at least
initially, he will not be paid, but will have to raise his own support.

This is the prevailing model for missions in our Synod, and has been
the model that I have worked under for the last 10 years.  When I
accepted my call out of Seminary, it was as a worker priest.  My first
call was to the Missouri District as Missionary-At-Large to the Jewish
people.  The District offered no salary and no benefits.  At that time,
this seemed scandalous to many in the Church who have been used to
the idea that the Church supports its missionaries.  But it was an eco-
nomic reality at the time and has continued to be.

The reality is this...whereas in the past the Synod had always supported
missions, 10 years ago the Synod recognized a trend in which churches
were no longer supporting their Districts financially, and therefore
Districts were not supporting the Synod financially.  Unfortunately,
when it comes to cost-cutting, missions is often the first to go, both in
our homes as well as at the Synodical level.  You may recall a few
years back when Synod restructured the foreign mission field, recalled
missionaries, and established new guidelines for support.  Those guide-
lines entailed self-support to a larger degree, and certainly, SynodÕs
perspective regarding domestic missions was that missionaries should
appeal directly to churches and individuals.  This has created a flood of
domestic missionsÕ appeals to you and your churches.  Even the Semi-
nary has increased its appeals to individuals as I get calls nearly every
month from the Seminary requesting funds.  This has led to a very
competitive mission field with regard to funding issues, and many
missions struggle to keep up.  Our ministry has steadfastly refused to
initiate telephone appeals, and will continue to refuse, but our mission
to the Jewish people must continue.

So we work on the side until our mission support is established.  I
worked for quite a while at CPH in the editing department (free lance),
I have worked at other (paid) positions within the District, and today, in
addition to pastoring a mission congregation that cannot afford a pastor,
I try to supplement my income with a home-based business that my
wife and I have begun.  David is a plumber by trade, and will return to
that trade to help support himself and his two daughters as he begins
his mission with us.

So, what will DavidÕs mission entail?

David joins another worker priest who has recently accepted a call to
work with us.  May I also introduce Rev. Brad Aldrich.  Brad has
accepted a call to serve as evangelist with LIJE.  He is married to
Kelly and has three children, and currently lives in Friscoe, Texas.
Brad has a ministry of evangelism called CrossPollination Ministries,
and subscribes to our mission of Òto the Jew first, and then to the
Nations.Ó  (Romans 1:16)  Brad and his family will move to St. Louis
in June, and will join David as we continue to partner with Acts 1:8
Mission Society in the planting of a new congregation here in St.
Louis, one that David will ultimately pastor.  In addition to the plant-
ing of a new congregation, Brad will be working with me to reach out
to the Jewish community in St. Louis, and train others to do the same.
We have helped Acts 1:8 Mission Society to finance a building and
renovate it for a day care center, and missionary training center, which
includes a dormitory for those who will come in for weekend training
events.  The head of Acts 1:8 Mission Society is Rev. Randy Wilken,
who has received a call to serve LIJE, but has yet to accept it.  Randy
is a contractor by trade, and works through Acts 1:8 to help renovate
homes in the city for those who could not otherwise afford to.  David
will work with Randy in this mission as a plumber.  Acts 1:8 also helps
with church renovations and is going to be working on our building
one of these days!

All of these men will be working with me in varied and creative ways
to make sure the gospel of Jesus Christ is proclaimed to Jewish people
and to all people!  Our hearts yearn to be in full-time mission work,
but we know that in whatever we do to support the mission, God is
using us there too.   God has put us all together for a purpose, and we
know that in many and varied ways, God will provide for our needs.
One of those ways is you and your support, for which we are grateful.
In these tough economic times, I would encourage you not to cut
missions from your budgets.   We pray that you will be blessed in
continuing your support for this misison, knowing that as support is
achieved for the mission, then more happens.  Bless you.
